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Instructions: Drawing a frog

How to draw a frog
Find a piece of paper
and a pencil too.
Where’s your eraser?
Keep it close to you.

Draw an oval shape,
an egg on its side.
A curve for the nose
and two round eyes.

Rub away the lines
that cross behind the eyes.
Shade two dark ovals
on the inside.

There on the page,
right in front of you,
is your little frog,
the one that you drew.
