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They will have to adapt to new technologies. In 

short, every worker will have to be flexible and 

adaptable, regardless of age. And Queensland’s 

training system will have to support them.

Skill shortages 

Already the Australian Government has 

identified 45 industries with skill shortages. 

Currently, 70% of Queensland firms report 

problems finding skilled workers.

Over the next five years, 170,000 people will 

retire from the Queensland manufacturing 

industry – only 40,000 are being trained to 

replace them.

By 2012, there will be a potential labour supply 

shortfall of 195,000 workers nationally. New 

South Wales is likely to have a 63,900-worker 

shortfall, followed by Victoria (50,200) and 

Queensland (39,000).

Industry by industry, the national shortfalls are 

estimated to be:

•	 Manufacturing 45,400

•	 Retail 22,100

•	 Property/business services	 20,300

•	 Education 18,400

•	 Wholesale trade 12,400

•	 Hospitality 12,000

•	 Transport/storage 10,100

Queensland Skills Plan

Queensland’s labour market changed 

fundamentally in the latter years of the 20th 

Century and this century’s first years. Some 

changes were linked to cyclical patterns in 

worker demands; other were more permanent, 

reflecting likely trends in the labour market for 

decades to come.

The $1 Billion Queensland Skills Plan is 

the state government’s policy framework for 

managing this change. It has four  

key elements:

•	 a training system that works for Queensland

•	 �training that works for industry and 

employers

•	 training that works for the trades

•	 training that works for individuals.

The Queensland Skills Plan will better match 

the supply of skilled labour to industry needs 

and the economy’s demands.

Chapter seven The way forward
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Major initiatives under the Queensland Skills 

Plan include: 

•	 �$159.39 million over four years and 

additional ongoing annual funding of 

$73.63 million to improve Queensland 

apprenticeship systems and structures, 

including the full implementation of 

competency-based training arrangements.

•	 �a Statewide Trade and Technician Skills 

Institute to lead product development and 

training delivery in automotive, building and 

construction, manufacturing and engineering 

and electrical/electronics areas.

•	 �New high level vocational graduate certificates 

and diplomas, and an increase in the number 

of training places available in Certificate IV 

and above programs with 14,000 additional 

places available each year by 2010. 

•	 �$19.32 million over four years to develop 

more robust structures and processes for 

engaging and partnering with industry in 

addressing skills formation issues, including 

new centres of excellence in manufacturing 

and engineering; building and construction; 

and energy. 

•	 �A streamlined TAFE system.

•	 �$239.167 million over three years for 

Skilling Queenslanders for Work, with an 

ongoing investment of $79.813 million per 

year beyond 2010.

Skilling Queenslanders for Work

Skilling Queenslanders for Work is the state 

government’s plan to get disadvantaged 

jobseekers into the workforce.

Whereas Breaking the Unemployment Cycle 

was created to help bring Queensland’s 

unemployment rate to below 5% – and created 

well over 100,000 jobs during its eight-year life 

– the replacement Skilling Queenslanders for 

Work is designed to give disadvantaged workers 

the right mix of training, vocational skills and 

associated assistance to be part of Queensland’s 

21st century workforce.

Skilling Queenslanders for Work will assist the 

most disadvantaged Queenslanders to achieve 

sustainable employment.

By assisting more people into work, we  

will help to address emerging labour and  

skill shortages, and the forecast decline in 

workforce participation as a consequence  

of an ageing population.

Local assistance

Skilling Queenslanders for Work relies on 

a network of providers across the state. The 

providers are quality organisations that are able 

to deliver tailored packages of assistance to 

workers in their communities. The providers are:

•	 �community-based not-for-profit 

organisations 

•	 �local government authorities 

•	 �education and training providers 

•	 �unions and industry and employer bodies.

Each receives funding to run projects to help 

identified groups of people. Their assistance is 

delivered locally and, in many cases, by local 

organisations. This is one of the key elements 

that made Breaking the Unemployment 

Cycle so successful – local groups know 

their community’s workforce needs and the 

assistance that their people need to get local 

jobs. They are in the best position to offer the 

most relevant help.
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The people who come to them for assistance 

can expect a personalised package of assistance 

tailored to their needs and career goals. Each 

package can include any or all of these:

•	 �direct work placements (including 

traineeships) 

•	 �job preparation training 

•	 �accredited vocational education and training 

•	 �formal recognition of skills through 

recognition of prior learning 

•	 �post-participation support for up to six months 

•	 �employer wage subsidies 

•	 �cadetships 

•	 �mentoring 

•	 �contribution to transport and childcare costs 

for eligible parents and carers.

Our targets

Skilling Queenslanders for Work is primarily 

for people who are ineligible for Job Network 

services or who need complementary services 

because they have significant barriers to 

employment and are at risk of long-term 

unemployment.

The people on whom we are concentrating are:

•	 �the long-term unemployed 

•	 �people who are employed 20 hours per week 

or less and who are unable to secure a full-

time job because they lack the necessary skills 

•	 �people with a disability

•	 �parents and carers

•	 �Indigenous people

•	 �Australian South Sea Islanders

•	 �older jobseekers (aged 45 years and over)

•	 �young people (aged 15-24 years)

•	 �people from culturally and linguistically 

diverse communities, including refugees and 

recently arrived migrants

•	 �people living in rural and remote areas 

•	 �ex-offenders.

Strategy

Skilling Queenslanders for Work has strategies 

for eight main groups of disadvantaged  

job seekers:

•	 �Parents and Carers – for parents and carers 

who want to get back into paid employment

•	 �YouthWorX – targets young people (aged 

15-24 years)

•	 �Skilling for Work – for long-term 

unemployed and other disadvantaged 

workers with low skills

•	 �Experience Pays – for older jobseekers (aged 

45 years and over) to give them the skills to 

re-enter the workforce

•	 �WorkAbility – targets people with a disability 

to overcome the barriers they face getting a job

•	 �Multicultural Employment – targets 

migrants and people from culturally and 

linguistically diverse communities

•	 �BushWorks – will provide skilling and 

employment opportunities to people  

living in rural and remote communities 

including a focus on retaining young  

people in their communities

•	 �Indigenous Employment and Training – 

targets Aboriginal people and Torres  

Strait Islanders.

Providers apply to the state government to 

deliver assistance under one or more of these 

strategies. The assistance is delivered in the 

form of a project. Projects must offer assistance 

tailored to suit the needs of the target group 

and the local labour market.

Project proposals

Organisations have their grant applications 

evaluated by their local Community Jobs 

Priorities Committee. These committees are 

made up of people from the community, 

industry, government, unions and Indigenous 

and youth representatives. The role of 

these committees is to discuss, prioritise 

and recommend grant applications to the 

government for consideration.
